-Reader shares history on Hays Crossing

The Editor:

I would li<e to share some his-
torical thoughis of the Hays Cross-
ing Community.

First of al! it has been known by
three names. Highland Point,
Eadston, and now Hays Crossing.
One of its first families was John and
Rebecca Richirds of Virginia who
owned practically all of the region
and died and were buried here in the
Richards Cemetery in 1855. Over the
years it has been the home of
churches, grocery .stores; barber
shops, ceramic shops; blacksmith
shops, filling :stations, - restaurants,
* post- office, und Bible Book store:
-and tire shop

In the 1980s, It was the home of
the Hays: Crossing, Gourd Festival.
KY Rural Ceretery Beautification
program started here in the 1950's by
the late Bert Dean, and one of the
first private Reforestation projects
started here inithe early 1950s.

A large Rezilroad working camp

was established here in the early
1880s:to housc workers for the rail-
road.

Even the highway has gone by
three names, Midland Trail, the Pike,
and then in 1923 took on the name
U.S. 60.

The late Bert Dean originated
the idea of a two seated pickup in the
carly part of 1950, but the patent idca
was stolen and processed under an-
other name,

The Hays Cemetery with the
Hays Pioncers buried and the
Richards Cemctery is located here.

There are a few traces here of
thc Midland Trail before the build-
ing of U.S. 60. Therec were double
tracks here for the switching of train
cars, and there were mail drops at the
post office, until it burnt in 1949,

The late Emmett Roberts had the
first telephone and first Delco light
in his dwellings.

Two of the earliest wells dug in
the area arc located here and were

dug by the Richards and Hays

It 1s reported that at one time a
one room schoo! was located here in
the community. Then after the post
office burnt in 1949, the community
was put on Route 2, then Route 3,
then Route 6, and now a new num-
bering system dzsignating Crossing
as being East of Morehead.

Up through the early 1940s there
were several private tie making op-
crations, makiny;; cross ties for the
railroad. usually paid from 10 to 15
cents for cach tic cut by hand Also at °
Hays Crossing some of the largest
trees in the arca which incude; Sy-
camore, Walnut, Locust, Maple, Hy-
brid Popular, Helly, Blue Spruce and
Shademaster Lo:ust.

Hays Crosing since the arrival
of John and Rebeceea Richards and
the:Hays family aad a rich heritage.
The population today is approxi-
mately 65 citizers.

As the Committee
must work well in advance of proposed issuance dates so that design, production, and distribution
schedules can be developed, the Committee is now working on stamps for 2015 and beyond.

w1 April 2012, a proposal for a commemorative stamp to recognize Children’s Day was considered by the
~ Committee; however, it was not among the subjects recommended for issuance. Each year, we receive
thousands of requests for stamp subjects, but only a few stamps can be issued. Consequently, the vast
majority of suggestions—including many that are quite notable—do not result in a stamp.

‘Morehead station may be

MOREHEAD — The
Morehead passenger train
depot, where Harry Truman
once campaigned and where
people gathered for gossip
and goodbyes, may once
again become a focal point in
Rowan County.

Abandoned more than 20
years ago when trains
stopped running through
Morehead, the depot was
once a haven for residents of
Morehead and surrounding
counties.

“It was the social center of
Morehead,” said Rev. Lloyd
Dean, former president of the
Rowan County Historical
Society. “When the train
came in, people gathered
there for news and to talk. It
was really a very important
location in town for years

and years.”

Old train depots have be-
come the focus of preserva-
tionists in recent years.

In Olive Hill, the train
depot was turned into a
bank. In Flemingsburg, a
restaurant opened in the old
depot, and in Ashland Third
National Bank renovated the
old C&O depot into its head-
quarters.

“I think it means a great
deal to the county and city,”
said Rowan County Judge/
Executive Clyde Thomas.

“‘For one, they’ll be in a

prime location on the new
street (Ky. 32 bypass), and
it’s something we need to
preserve for historical ben-
efit.”

Jean Hill, president of the
Rowan County Courthouse

Preservation Committee, said
she believes the depot would
qualify for inclusion on the
National Register of Historic
Places. :

The depot was the site of a
stop by Truman during his
famous whistlestop campaign
in 1948 when he defeated
Republican Thomas Dewey.

Dean said about 8,000 peo-
ple gathered at the depot to °
listen to Truman, who shook
hands with two boys who'd
climbed a telephone pole
near the tracks to watch.

Earl Fraley, whose father,
Cecil, worked as the depot’s
telegraph operator from the
1920s until he retired in the
1960s, said as many as five
passenger trains a day ran

The editor:

After much thought,
study and research, I
have come to the con-
clusion that America

could face mass starva-
tion this coming win-
ter.

With all the wars,
tornadoes, floods, for-
est fires, droughts, and
other calamities
throughout the world,
it is impossible for
farming to take place
and the proper amount
of farm products pro-
duced.

Another very impor-
tant note is that we
have thousands of sub-
divisions in America
where nothing is pro-
duced.

Also, white and pink
dogwoods are beautiful
in landscaping, but we
hardly have any edible
landscaping anymore,
such as orchards, or
other horticultural pro-
ducing fruit vines.

Many other countries
are much worse off
than we are here in the
United States and

there is no way we can

feed all of them.
Our supermarkets

. could be cleaned out

overnight if such short-
ages appear. With that
we can see all items in-
creasing in price be-
cause of the high gas
prices and added costs

The other suggestion
is that we put away a
three-month supply of
food to take us through
January, February, and
March.

The U.S. Postal Service is
considering issuing a stamp
featuring children in America.

The suggestion to the postal
service was made by Sen. Jim
Bunning on behalf of the Rev.
Lloyd Dean, founder and
retired pastor of the Morehead
United Pentecostal Church.

Each year the postal service
receives thousands  of
suggestions for new postage
stamps. As the number of
stamps is' limited, the
Citizens’ Stamp Advisory
Committee was form in 1957
to review all suggestions and

made recommendations for
new stamps to the Postmaster
General. The committee
members base their
recommendations on national
interest, historical perspective
and other criteria.

The committee decides on
new stamp subjects far in
advance of the issue date to
provide lead-time  for
planning, designing,
production and distribution.
Currently, stamps for 2005
and subsequent years are
being considered.

Dean wrote a letter to
President George W. Bush in
2000 asking him to consider

proclaiming a National Child’s
Day, possibly between the
dates that Mothers Day and
Fathers Day are celebrated.

Months later, Senate
Resolution 90 approved May
25, 2001 designated June 3 as
National Child’s Day.

“Children today need a
voice which will speak for
them,” Dean wrote. “Many
children today have no one to
speak up for them or even to
care for them. Fitting this
holiday between Mothers Day
and Fathers Day would bring
more attention to them,” he
said.

A short history of a noted man of the Kentucky Mountains.

Uncle William Creech of Harlan County Kentucky affectionately known as "Uncle Billy" was the principal
founder of the Pine Mountain Settlement School and a remarkable character whose benificence had great results in
the Kentucky Mountains.

His death occurred in a Louisville hospital May 18, 1918 and from there his body was taken to his home in Harlan
County Kentucky,

Uncle William was beloved as the founder of the Pine Mountain Settlement School, one of the most important
educational institutions to be established in the Eastern Kentucky Mountains. He was a picturesque character in
that section of the State where many of the writers won fame with stories from real life.

"Uncle Billy Creech' as he was affectionately known to thousands of men, women, and children throughout the
Country and in the mountain sections of the state, came here to Norton Memorial Infirmary at Louisville from his
home section in the Pine Mountains where many came to pay him respect, love and devotion.

Several weeks ago he was brought here for treatment. He was suffering from a complication of diseases and when
his condition became desperate a surgical operation was decided on as a last resort and the only hope of saving his
life. He came out of the ordeal very weak and his death was not unexpected.

He was born in Kentucky in 1845 and after serving throughout the war between the States; he was one of the first
pioneers to journey back over the Kentucky Mountains to the head waters of the Kentucky River. There he labored
for many years to improve conditions. He inspired all of his neighbors with the art of industry.

Many years ago he began promoting his Settlement School. It was not however until five years ago that he was able
to deed all of his property over to the Pine Mountain Settlement to have and to hold for school purposes as long as
the Constitution of the United States Stands, according to the text of his written arrangement. The school today is
prospering beyond the fondest hopes of "Uncle Billy" and those associated with him,

He had been conspicuous all through his life in his zeal for better things, Writing recently of his hopes for the
children in the Pine Mountain School. I don't look after wealth for them, I look to the future of our Country. I
want them taught the knowledge of good and evil and to serve the living God,

After the establishment of the Settlement School, Uncle Billy and his faithful followers indefatigably labored to
raise funds for the building of a road from one of the isolated sections to the school. This highway, he said, would
liberate more than 5,000 people and enable them to reach the education available at the settlement. Success
crowned his project and he afterwards said that his life work was finished and he was ready to die happy.

The body of "Uncle Billy" was taken to Pine Mountain late in day after his death.

Besides his widow he is survived by the following children: Joseph G., William R., and Henry Creech and three
daughters: Mrs. Polly Lewis, Mrs. Nancy Lewis and Mrs. Rhoda Wilder, all residents of Kentucky.

Ira Paulus Ison

The above article was found among some pages passed down to me from among the papers of Ira Paulus Ison, who
was my double first cousin, once removed.

Ira Paulus Ison was himself a well known man of Kentucky. He wrote many articles which were published in
Eastern Kentucky newspapers. He was the family historian for the Creech and Ison families and is responsible for
most of what I have gathered about these families.

"Ira P', as he was known to my family, was the son of Andrew Jackson Ison and Hannah Creech. Andrew was the
brother of my grandfather George Washington Ison, and Hannah was the sister of my grandmother Annie Creech.
Thus he was my "double" first cousin once removed.

Through this Web Site and E-mail, I have met his grand daughter Nancy White Davis. We are double second
cousins once removed.

Melchior Plank and his Wife were the first family of Planks
that came to America. A. D. 1744, The Planks in the first place
were natives of Germany, beinpg porsecuted for their religious be-
lief, they moved to Holland (Rotterdam), where Melcher Plank married.
His wife's malden name is unkgwn,

It may be of interest to most of us to know how they happened
to come to America. They were kldnapped, as it were, soon after
their marriage. He and his young wife accompanied some friends
aboard a ship, who were moving to America. As the ship was not to
leave until the next day (so the captain said), the captain pre-
valled on them to remain with their friends until morning, as they
would probably not see each other again, and it would not cost
anything to remain aboard the ship during the night. Some time
during the night the ship salled, and when they awoke in the morning
they were out of sight of land. Imagine the consternation of this
young couple, stolen away from home, perhaps never to re turn,
and not a cent of money, only the clothing they wore.. We presume
they had a good share of the grit that Planks usually possess, and
decided to make the best of the situation. Right here, in behalf
of the Plank family, I wish to thank the honorable sea captain for
bringing your great ancestors to America, although he, being dead
and gone many years, may not .know it,

An old adage, says: "It is an 111 wind that blows no one good."
Upon arriving ln America they were sold to a Mr. Morgan, of Berks
County, Pennsylvania, to pay their passage and, by the way, Mr,
Morpan proved to be a severe task master and afterward they were
bought by sympathetic frilends and kept until the debt was paid.

By this act of kiAdness shown by strangers we must conclude that
Melchior Plank and wife were upright and industrious. To Melchior
Plank end wife were born silx children, four sons and two daughters,
namely Jacob, Christian, John, Barbara, Margaret,and Peter. Peter
was a minister in the Amish church of Lancaster county, Pennsylvania.
Jacob, Christian, and John married sisters name Yoder and the
Marrlage of the other 1s unknown to us,

Jacob Plank, being our grandfather, married Mary Yoder, who
was born in 1771, and died at the aga of 79 years. Jacob was born
in Berks county., A. D. 1768, and died at the age of 83 years,
Christian Plank born 1881: John, 1774: Barbara,1776, Markaret,
1779: Peter, 17863,

In course of time some of the Planks moved to Lancaster County,
Pa., where Jacob was married, after which, with his wife and
three small children, they moved to Miffin County, Pa., where they
raised & family of 12 children. John, Christian, Jacob, Barbara,
David, Mary, Jeptha, Abraham, Sarah (being twin sister of Abraham),
Salome and Rebscca. In the spring of 1821 he, with his family,
three of the eldest sons being married, Viz., John, Christian,
and Jacob, with their families moved to Wayne County, Ohio. They
settled here in the 1ittle Applecreek valley and vicinity: here
they bought lands and improved the same, built mills, shops, etc.

Sarah Plank, born in 1809, twin sister of Abraham, died an
invalid at the age of 31 years,

Salome, born in 1809, married Abraham Erd, They raised a large
family, number unknown. Some time in the fifties they moved to
= Kosciusko County, Ind. In the sixties, to Marion County, Iowa,
where she died at about the age of 60 years,

Rebecca Plank, born 1811, married John Kurtz. Three children
were born, and died in infancy. Rebecca lived and died in Wayne
County, Ohio until about 46 years old.

About the yocar 18#6, the Planks began to scatter for various
parts of the West. Jeptha leading the van, and in company with
two brothers-in-law moved to Lee county, Iowa, in what 1s now
mown in the West as a prairie schooner. That is the wagons in
which they moved. After that other members followed the trail
led by Jeptha, but to other parts of the West., Some to Indiana,
others to Iowa and again others to Illinois., Later some to
Missouri and Kansas and now at the present time we find the
Planks and their descendants scattered fron New York on the east
to San Francisco on the West: from the Great Lakes on the north
to .the Gulf of Mexico on the south. One 1s now represented in
the Klondyke gold regions. Ve find them representing everly
honorable occupation and profession. 1In schools, seminaries,
ministry and halls of Congresa. In musle they stand well towards
the head of the class. In the workshop, the mill, the counting
rooms, mercantile business of the various kinds, on the farm and
when nothing else, honest day laborers, but a professional bum

A short history of a noted man of the Kentucky Mountains.

Uncle William Creech of Harlan County Kentucky affectionately known as "Uncle Billy" was the principal
founder of the Pine Mountain Settlement School and a remarkable character whose benificence had great results in
the Kentucky Mountains.

His death occurred in a Louisville hospital May 18, 1918 and from there his body was taken to his home in Harlan
County Kentucky,

Uncle William was beloved as the founder of the Pine Mountain Settlement School, one of the most important
educational institutions to be established in the Eastern Kentucky Mountains. He was a picturesque character in
that section of the State where many of the writers won fame with stories from real life.

"Uncle Billy Creech" as he was affectionately known to thousands of men, women, and children throughout the
Country and in the mountain sections of the state, came here to Norton Memorial Infirmary at Louisville from his
home section in the Pine Mountains where many came to pay him respect, love and devotion.

Several weeks ago he was brought here for treatment. He was suffering from a complication of diseases and when
his condition became desperate a surgical operation was decided on as a last resort and the only hope of saving his
life. He came out of the ordeal very weak and his death was not unexpected.

He was born in Kentucky in 1845 and after serving throughout the war between the States; he was one of the first
pioneers to journey back over the Kentucky Mountains to the head waters of the Kentucky River. There he labored
for many years to improve conditions. He inspired all of his neighbors with the art of industry.

Many years ago he began promoting his Settlement School. It was not however until five years ago that he was able
to deed all of his property over to the Pine Mountain Settlement to have and to hold for school purposes as long as
the Constitution of the United States Stands, according to the text of his written arrangement. The school today is
prospering beyond the fondest hopes of "Uncle Billy" and those associated with him,

He had been conspicuous all through his life in his zeal for better things, Writing recently of his hopes for the
children in the Pine Mountain School. I don't look after wealth for them, I look to the future of our Country. I
want them taught the knowledge of good and evil and to serve the living God,

After the establishment of the Settlement School, Uncle Billy and his faithful followers indefatigably labored to
raise funds for the building of a road from one of the isolated sections to the school. This highway, he said, would
liberate more than 5,000 people and enable them to reach the education available at the settlement. Success
crowned his project and he afterwards said that his life work was finished and he was ready to die happy.

The body of "Uncle Billy' was taken to Pine Mountain late in day after his death.

Besides his widow he is survived by the following children: Joseph G., William R., and Henry Creech and three
daughters: Mrs. Polly Lewis, Mrs. Nancy Lewis and Mrs. Rhoda Wilder, all residents of Kentucky.

Ira Paulus Ison

The above article was found among some pages passed down to me from among the papers of Ira Paulus Ison, who
was my double first cousin, once removed.

Ira Paulus Ison was himself a well known man of Kentucky. He wrote many articles which were published in
Eastern Kentucky newspapers. He was the family historian for the Creech and Ison families and is responsible for
most of what I have gathered about these families.

"Ira P", as he was known to my family, was the son of Andrew Jackson Ison and Hannah Creech. Andrew was the
brother of my grandfather George Washington Ison, and Hannah was the sister of my grandmother Annie Creech.
Thus he was my "double" first cousin once removed.

Through this Web Site and E-mail, I have met his grand daughter Nancy White Davis. We are double second
cousins once removed.

IF Carter County's hills could tell tales,
perhaps they could shed some light on
whether or not a Kentuckian was the first
man to take a sustained flight in a heavier-
than-air machine. History gives credit (and
undoubtedly always will) to the Wright
brothers, Orville and Wilbur, with that feat
after they coaxed their kitelike plane off
the ground at Kitty Hawk, N. C., on Decem-
ber 17, 1903, and sustained it aloft with
the aid of a tiny motor for some seconds.

But there are stories and shreds of evi-
dence to support the possibility that his-
tory may be wrong in crediting the
Wrights with the first suceessful flight.
It may have heen that a Carter Countian,

Matthew B. Sellers, flew—and for minutes,

not seconds at a time—a year or more be-
fore the Wrights.

Matt Sellers moved from Maryland to
the village of Grahn with his family in
the late 1880’s when he was about 19.
His neighbors vowed he was “tetched”
some time later when, after having lighted

Matt Seller’s workshop had remnants
of engines and props 20 years ago.

the Sellers home with electricity from an
engine he made, he unveiled what he
called a “flying machine ’* These same per-
sons were among those who actually saw
him fly over the Carter County hills in
a linen-covered bamboo skeleton shaped
like a wagon with two droopy, 30-foot-long
wings. The machine which rose some 50

P e T

feet in the air, was powered by a two-
cylinder brass engine he made himself.

The testing ground was a steep hill across
which two ankle-deep trenches were cut to
the edge. The plane’s bicycle wheels fitted
into the trenches and the machine was
pulled by hand to the brink of the hill and
from there it soared upward,

The date of Sellers’ first flight is the
crux of the matter, There are some super-
ficial reasons advanced to put the time as
early as 1901. Old-timers bave been quoted
as saying they reinember seeing a 1901
calendar and a picture of President Mec-
Kinley, slain that year on the wall of the
shop when Sellers was piecing together his
machine. These old-timers always insisted
also that Sellers was a “real young” man
when he made his maiden flight, and that
he was just past 40 when he left Kentucky,
never to return, around 1911 after a local
man,_Ljip¢ Binion, was struck by the pro-
pellor of another plane and killed.

There even has been advanced the possi-
bility that Sellers made his first flight be-
fore 1901, He was born in 1869 and that
would have made him 32 in 1901. Would a
32-year-old man have beer. remembered as
being “real young?” Is it possible Matt
Sellers could have flown an airplane short-
ly after coming to Kentucky when he was
truly a “young” man in, say, around
18907
