In the early 1820‘s, the family of Randal and
Charlotte Young Hinkle migrated to the Nats
Creek area of Lewrence County from Jefferson
ville, Tazewell County, Virginia. After serving
m the War of 1812, Randal, later known as
Randolph, married Charlotte, daughter of Ab-
salom Young. 19 December 1816. Their chil-
Jren were George, John, William, Alfred, Wes
ley, James, Heriford, Lorenzo Dow. Vide, and
Charlotte. Randal died 20 January 1880 at the
age of 90 and Charlotte Young Hinkle died 24
January 1883, at the age of 84.
John Hinkle, son of Randal and Charlotte,

married Elizabeth Crum 6 November 1847.
John served as a doctor in Johnson and Law

rence counties throughout the mid-1800‘s
while Elizabeth was a midwife. To this union

were bom eleven children; Dow. Eli, Randolph,
James, John, Panola, Mary, Tabitha, Vicie,
Elizabeth, and Viola.

Panola Hinkle, 1853-1901, married Judge
John S. Patton who became a prominent lawy
er and Judge in Martin County after its forma
tion in 1870. Mary married William Fannin,
Tabitha married L.B. Goble, Vicie married Crit
Newberry, Elizabeth married George Ward,

; and Viola married Jehusan Spence.
The present day Hinkles of Martin County

are descendants of Dr. John Hinkle and his
brothers.

The Hinkle’s Motel was owned and operated
by J.P. Hinkle, Abbie Miller Hinkle, and J.R
liinkle Jr.

Abbie Hinkle had worked in her family’s
store business since she was twelve years old
due to the death of her father.

married Bill Hayea and had several children;
Bill married Lizzie Childreas and they had
three sons, Irvin, Billie Joe and Eugene.

'Hieir father married second Mary Wiley
nudwife and they had no children.

In 1930. Jay married Abbie Miller. She
bora January 16,1907 at Meades Branch,
of ten children bom to John and Josephine
Thompson Miller. She attended Meades
Branch School.

Jay and Abbie and one son. Jay P. Hinkle. Jr.

They owned and operated Rice Street Gro

cery, Hinkle Market, and Hinkel Motel and
itestaurant.

Jay P. Hinkle died March 8,1984 and Abbie
resides in Spring Hill, Louisa, Ky.

This article has been attempted on several occasions and by reason of a personal feeling of
inadequacy hos as often been laid aside. The searchers of this remarkable Henckel (Henkle, Henkel
or Hinkle) family have been legion. To those who are living we wish to humbly acknowledge our
debt. To those who have preceded us into the beyond we bow our heads in reverence, feeling that
to many they may seem legendary but to us they seem to be very real personages having lived
fully as individuals and meeting all of life's responsibilities in the development of this

Many apparent errors have been found in the written records of this family os recorded in
the Federal census records: in the files of our county officers and in our local histories.
