Dear Huff/Hough Researcher;

After researching my Hxiff line for some time, I decided to collect all
Huff^ough data that I came across. That naturally led to Granville W. Hough,
who has been doing just that for a long time - and has published many volumes of
that data. He and O.L. Hough have contributed much to the sorting out of the
early Hough families, especially in Pennsylvania and Loudoun Co., VA.

Granville has sent me much of his original research notes - over 1000 pages.
That sort of made me an unofficial depository and clearinghouse for Huff/Hough
data. My intention is to enter all of those notes into a computer database and
make it available to everyone. The original notes will go to the Clayton
Genealogical Library in Houston.

Last fall, I decided it was time to have a Huff/Hough Newsletter. We need
a means of contact for everyone researching the Huf£Hough/Hof£/HaffiHuffe/ect
lines. The fiirst issue went out in early December to about 120 persons that I had
collected from various sources. To date, fifty have subscribed. I set the
subscription at $12.00 per year and estimated that I would send out six issues per
year. The third issue is ready for mailing around 20 March. At the end of the
year. I'll review both the subscription rate and the number of issues to see how
much expense and how much time I need to spend.

Your name was sent to me by George L. Trigg. He says you have
corresponded with him and were working on other HuffiHough lines. If you are
interested in subscribing, make the check out to me and indicate whether you
want your phone published in the list of subscribers. Also, tell me briefly about
the line you are searching. You are welcome to send Queries along with your
subscription, as that is one of the reasons for the existence of the newsletter. I
depend on subscribers to send in queries and data. With any luck, you may find
another person researching the same lines. If you subscribe, you will receive the
three previous issues.
